All race cars must have a logbook and
meet VARA eligibility requirements.

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Unlicensed drivers and drivers running for the first time with VARA, experienced or not, must
include an additional $50.00 fee for Ground School. The Ground School will be held at the track
on Friday, May 16th at 5:00 PM in the tower classroom.
